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Abstract

Marketization and Building Economic Order
for Poverty Reduction:
Lessons for Promoting Changes
in North Korea and Korean Unification

This research tries to build a long-term outline for democratic
economic order as a master plan for the unification of the peninsular
with two agendas: a) marketization and b) building economic order for
poverty reduction. In paticular, the attempt is based on the reality and
characteristics shown in the process of North Korea’s marketization
over the last 20 years. These are its informal economy, political
capitalism, political economy of dictatorship, patrimonial capitalism,
rent-seeking, and systematic corruption.

The key lessons and suggestions for unification policy and
integration between South-North Korea are the following. First,
marketization and market economy in the post socialist world are
various, complex and hybrid. Second, political institutions and
reforms are very important to marketization toward economic
development and building economic order for poverty reduction in

the North. Third, unification policy has to contribute to the
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emergence of ‘a political chance structure’ for reform to occur.
Fourth, a key policy should outline various empowerment of market
agents and actors in North Korea. Finally, the policy should

contribute to economic democratization of the Korean Peninsular.
